Dear Parishioners,  
 
We have received the go -ahead from Bishop Tyson and our Diocesan Pastoral Center Staff to implement 
the following reopening protocols at the Parish of the Holy Spirit. These guidelines went into effect on 
Thursday, July 1, 2021 é 
 
1) FULL CAPACITY is allowed in our church for Masses (and in the Parish Community Center [PCC] for 
meetings, social gatherings, religious education classes, and youth programs). We will no longer be set-
ting -up the PCC for our weekend Masses.  
 
2) There will be NO SIGN -UPS for any Masses or prayer services.  
 
3) When receiving Holy Communion, one may now receive the Host either in the hand or on the tongue. 
Reception of the Precious Blood will resume in September.  
 
4) Holy water is available again; in our baptismal font and in the tank at the entrance of the church.  
 
5) Current restrictions on the use of our restrooms and drinking fountains are lifted.  
 

 

We WILL continue the following practices at the Parish of the Holy Spirit é 
 

1) Livestreaming of daily and Sunday Masses on our Facebook page.  
 
2) Encourage parishioners to self -monitor and stay home if symptoms of COVID -19 (or any other com-
municable disease) are present.  
 
3) Maintain additional hygiene measures; including the availability of hand sanitizer and face masks for 
those who wish to use them, and periodic disinfection of surfaces that are touched frequently.  
 
4) Use of the honor system regarding COVID -19 vaccinations. That is, no one will be asked if they are 
vaccinated against COVID -19 or not. Vaccination records will NOT be verified.  
 
5) Anyone who wishes to continue wearing a facial covering is welcome to do so; especially if they are not 
vaccinated against COVID -19.  
 
We have come a long way together over the last year and a half. Thank you for your continued coopera-
tion and patience during all of the difficulties, challenges, and inconveniences we have endured; and let 
us continue to pray for an end to the COVID -19 pandemic ñlocally, in the United States, and worldwide.

Sunday Obligation: 

 

The dispensation from the obligation to attend  
Sunday Mass will end on Sunday, September 19. 

 
Communion Under Both Species: 

 

The reception of the Precious Blood by the Faithful may be 
restored beginning on Sunday, September 19, as well as on 
its vigil. Pastors and parish administrators may seek  
permission to maintain this restriction if local  
health conditions warrant it at the time. 
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
